Expert 8th:

Scuba Steve pretty much maintains 1st place the whole race.  Scuba and Mike battle for 1st from around 3 to 4 minutes on the race clock.  Mike takes 1st position for 2 laps.

Billy T, and Kevin Y also had a good rally for around 4 laps from the 3 to 5 minute mark.  Their fight for position even blends into Mike and Scuba Steve's fight for 1st.  After lap 9 (5 minutes in) Billy T drops out, Mike and Kevin must have both tangled, and Steve pulls away with the lead. 

Eddy has problems right off the start and is just about a lap down when he starts.  Eddy fights through the pack the whole race.  He has a good race with Kevin Y for 5 laps, and a good race with Mike C for 3 laps.  Scuba Steve takes a long 60 second lap which slides Eddie right into 1st place at the 10 minute mark.  But easy come easy go, as soon as Eddy takes the lead, he breaks and is out.

With only 3 laps to go at the very end, placement order is Scuba, Kevin (14 seconds behind 1st), then Mike C (6 secs behind 2nd).  Kevin holds 2nd around 14 seconds behind Scuba.  Scuba struggles to maintain his low lap times, and allows Kevin to quickly gain on him.  At the end, Kevin is right on Scuba's tail, just 1 second behind, but Scuba barely maintains his lead and takes 1st place after the buzzer.

Close race between Joe, Boris, and Fred K!  Joe and Boris starts off 

battling for a good 5 minutes into the race, trading 1st and 2nd, and 

staying within 3 seconds of each other.  Out of nowhere, Fred K joins 

the battle for 1st, even taking the lead for a couple laps.  Fred, 

Boris and Joe battle from the 6-10 minute mark, all within 4 seconds 

of each other, and trading positions.  Boris has a long lap at lap 18 

and drops to 3rd, 15 seconds behind the leader (Joe).  Fred struggles 

to maintain 2nd place, but Joe steadily pulls away.  Fred maintains a 

comfortable 2nd place position, but right at the very end, Fred runs 

into trouble and pulls a 52.4 second lap, just enough for Boris to 

sneak by Fred and take the 2nd place.  Joe takes the win, and Fred 

finishes 5 seconds behind Boris.
